Would not
acceplance (and purchase) of the intentional end product be direetly supportive of the process
when there is ne abiigarion on our part to accept such? s the deseribed process acceptable?

As informed persons we all know tha: injections derived from blood would be impuossible 1o
manufacture commercially if blood was disposed of prepery, just as your quoled words suggest. Thus
Christians know that use of any bloed derivative is dependent on blood not being poured out as commanded
od. In your response | found no answer to my questions (stated above) relative to this issue. Again, can
possibly be scripturally reasoned away that our iatentional buying of products having blood components as
a critical element does not support the wholesale abuse of bleod? Should we view processing of blood for
commercial gain as acceptable, that is, since we support it by volwiarily purchasing some of its end
products? | feel an answer should be possible and that it would.likely have a direct bearing on Christian
conduct.
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
